We Adhere to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which among other things prohibits unjust, inhumane and illegal 
detention. We oppose secret military tribunals and any legislation that limits civil liberties. 
 
 
 
We demand our government recognize in practice the worth of all people and work to eliminate ethnic and belief-based 
discrimination, profiling, and racism.  We work for a more equitable distribution of the world's wealth and disapprove the 
policies of welfare for and protection of multinational corporations at the expense of working people.
